NVSL Historical Times Background

The NVSL started using electronic software for meets with the 2008 season. So for 2008 and later we populate the website with electronic files that not only provide the basis for the meet results display but also a database of swimmer times that can be searched using the Leaders function.

For 2007 and earlier we were able to get selected results from our previous website and also use that information to populate meet results and the Leaders function. In many cases that process did not include the division individual championship meets, All Star Relays or the Division Relay Carnivals and as we go back to 2003 and earlier the number of meets captured is very limited.

We recently embarked on a process to scan in results from the historical paper results of league meets for the 2007 and earlier meets. We are currently working with our website developer to get those scanned results to populate the meet results display where data is missing. We are hopeful that by the end of this summer we will have those scanned results (in pdf) populated such that a user could click on an older meet and what would be displayed is the scanned document. Because those scanned documents are pictures of hand written results they will not be able to populate the swimmer times database to be searched through the Leaders function.

The long term plan is to get a group of volunteers to reconstruct those early meets in electronic format that can be used to populate the swimmer times database. That will be a very long process as the league runs roughly 51 meets every Saturday during our season. The general plan at this point is to start with 2007 and fill in any missing meets and work our way backward. To do that we need to build rosters for every team in the league, generate meet databases and make swimmer entries and then type in the results event by event.
